The site of 
that first 
Flower Mart 
was on the 
Pilgrim Steps 
on the South side of Washington       
National Cathedral. The dream was to 
raise money to support the Guild's mis-
sion to benefit the gardens, grounds and 
woodlands of the close.  Only the site is     
different today! 
 

In its 62 years, Flower Mart has been 
nurtured to encourage good growth.  

Every year the 
Mart grew and 
eventually by 
1950 it had     
outgrown the        
Pilgrim Steps 
and was moved 
to the Oak 
Grove on the 
West Front.  
This year the 
Flower Mart 
booths and the 
t e n t s  w i l l      
surround the 
Cathedral and, 
if the weather 
holds, nearly 

20,000 people will attend the two-day 
Mart. 
 
From a bower of a dozen flower       
market stalls and carts, Flower Mart has 
been "clipped and pruned."  With the 
resulting growth, Flower Mart now 
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Flower Mart is 62 years young!�
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Flower Mart Facts: 

· Our signature booths with 
the green-striped awnings 
have been used since the 
early Marts. 

· It is estimated that 20,000 
people attend each year. 

· Eight First Ladies have 
attended or opened 
Flower Mart.

showcases 10-to-15 food vendors, more than 60     
specialty item vendors, educational 
programs, children's rides and 
games, a puppet show, and an hon-
ored country with a tent and         
activities representing its culture, 
history and even food.  
 
France will be the honored country 
this year--its fourth trip to Flower 
Mart since 1954 when France was 
the first of many embassies to be a 
part of Flower Mart.  Over the years 
some embassies have participated 
three or four times.  Those enthusi-
astic perennial participants, in      
addition to France, include Great 
Britain,  Japan and The Netherlands.  
Italy, Spain, Germany, Denmark 
and Switzerland have also made 
return  appearances at Flower Mart! 
 
Flower Mart has also honored the 
50th anniversary of the Cathedral in 
1957, the 50th anniversary of All 
Hallows Guild in 1966, the performing arts in 1977, 
and the Cathedral's 75th anniversary in 1982.  With the 
incredible location on the highest spot in the Nation's 
Capital, Flower Mart has happily honored the United 
States and the District of Columbia any number of 
times--each with a different theme such as the Bicen-
tennial of Washington, DC in 1991 or the Bicentennial 
of the United States in 1976. 
 
Not only has Flower Mart repeatedly honored the 
United States, but also it has been honored by the   
participation of eight First Ladies over the years.  
Those opening or visiting the Mart include Mrs. 
Woodrow Wilson (she is said to have worked at the 
Fruit and Vegetable booth!), Mrs. Franklin D. Roose-
velt, Mrs. Harry S. Truman (who attended in 1946 and 
for the next 7 years), Mrs. Dwight D. Eisenhower, 
Mrs. Richard M. Nixon, Mrs. John F. Kennedy, Mrs. 
Lyndon B. Johnson and Mrs. George Bush.  Many 
wives of   Cabinet officers and Vice Presidents have 
also participated in Flower Mart. 
 
Because of the war, there were two "phantom" Flower 
Marts held during World War II, in 1943 and 1944.  In 
1945 Dean Suter proposed a "Cathedral Festival" 

where All Hallows Guild had a booth in lieu of Flower 
Mart. (We were still at war with    
Germany until May 8 and with Japan 
until August).  An interesting note is 
that when the Embassy of Japan 
agreed to participate in Flower Mart 
1995, it was in commemoration of 
"the 50th anniversary of our new 
friendship."   
 
The thread of friendship--an enduring 
daisy chain of sorts--has formed the 
history of Flower Mart.  It is a happy 
event (especially when the sun shines 
both days!).  Fond memories include a 
Mart among the carved stones on the 
West Front during the lengthy con-
struction of the Cathedral and the 
tossing of rings to "catch" live gold-
fish to take home (now children re-
ceive Goldfish crackers to eat and a 
coupon to take to a pet shop).  
 
Friendship is foremost. That friend-
ship among the faithful many who 

work at the Mart year after year, even decade after     
decade.  And that friendship which blooms with the    
embassy  families who bring so much to Flower Mart.

France is coming in May as the honored country for the 
2001 Flower Mart so we need to refresh our memories of 
what is of French origins in the Bishop’s Garden as well 
as noting the French Connection with the statue of 
George Washington.  The many artifacts in the Bishop’s 
Garden are from the collection of the well-known sculp-
tor, George Grey Barnard, who went to France as a 
young man and brought back to this country many won-
derful treasures which he found in the countryside of 
southern France. 

He eventually became close friends with Dean and Mrs. 
Bratenahl and they introduced him to the Bishop’s     
Garden.  He became very interested in it and sold several  
artifacts to the Cathedral for the Garden.  There are two 

magnificent Norman arches, one 
from the 12th century at the en-
trance of the Garden on South 
Road and the other at the entrance 
to the Norman Court which was 
designed by Florence      Bratenahl.  
The arch was found at a ruined 
monastery and is also from the 
12th century.  Mr. Barnard also 
brought back five bas reliefs.  One 
is of Christ on the Cross with Mary 
and John on either side which is 

located on the wall of the Norman Court.  A second one 
is on the wall of the upper perennial garden above St. 
Catherine’s pool. It depicts St. Catherine and three other 
figures.  St. Catherine is holding a palm - the symbol of a 
martyr - as well as the wheel.  She was tortured but     
survived, only to be beheaded at a later date.  There is 
one other bas relief on the same wall of four figures, 
three are depicted in monastic dress and are members of a 
religious order.  Two more on this wall are single kneel-
ing figures.  The one at the far east end is a lady of some 
rank from the way she is dressed. 

The Carolingian Font, a magnificent  
baptismal font, dating back to the ninth 
century, was the first acquisition made 
by Mrs. Bratenahl. It is located in the 
Hortullus or “little garden”, which is one 
of the three herb gardens in the Bishop’s 
Garden.  It is believed to have come from 
the Abbey of St. Julie on the Aisne.  The 
beautiful Wayside Cross in the upper 
perennial garden is a gift from Mr.      
Barnard.  It dates back to early Christian 

pilgrimages in England as well 
as France when it was called 
Gaul.  Known as a round-
headed or wheel cross, it served 
as a boundary marker or was 
placed at a crossroads to guide 
the pilgrim to the next church.  
The inscription around the 
cross is from the sacred mono-
gram of Christ:  “Our  soul is 
humbled even unto death.”  In 
the middle are the initials HIS, 
the sacred monogram of Christ, 
which in Greek is IHSOUS   meaning Jesus. 

There are two capitals in the Garden, one is Gothic from 
the 13th century and was found in a ruined monastery 
near Rheims Cathedral.  It is the base for an 18th       
century sundial and can be found in the third herb     
garden.  The second is in front of a bas relief of the 
kneeling figure at the east  end of the perennial garden. 
It is used as a bird font although it is very shallow.  The 
capital is 12th  century from the Cluny monastery in 
Provence where  Abelard died. 

Lastly, the French connection 
takes us to the imposing statue of 
George Washington.  It was given 
by Mr. James Sheldon who com-
missioned the well-known    
sculptor, Herbert Haseltine, to 
execute the statue.  Mr. Haseltine, 
although an American by birth, 
lived much of his life in Paris.  In 
his studio there he    produced the 
impressive statue of the first 
president. It is of bronze,      
originally finished in gilt, and 

mounted on a pink granite pedestal 
which was designed by Walter-
Peter. 

We have many reasons to be     
grateful to France, especially for 
allowing George Grey Barnard to       
collect so many artifacts of such   
enormous value and to bring them 
back to this country.  The Bishop’s    
Garden is certainly one of the     
fortunate beneficiaries.

Flower Mart Mothers and Daughters—Patty Day & Gay Dorn 

Gay Dorn, dedicated AHG volunteer in the Herb 
Cottage and the Tour and Tea Program, has had 

a long association with Flower Mart that      
involved her Mother, Mrs. Henry B. (“Patty”) 
Day, who was Flower Mart Chair in 1963, 
when the theme was    Country Fair, 1850.  
Mrs. Day ran the Herb Cottage booth for      
several years and Gay’s own children were  
often photographed in a variety of different 
costumes as advertisements for that year’s 
Mart.  In the photograph to the right, “Patty” 
Day is shown  wearing a dress that her great 
great grandmother wore when presented to 
President Grant.  The little girl is Robin Dorn, 
Gay’s granddaughter.  This picture was in the 
Style section of the Washington  Post.  

At left, Gay Dorn is pushing Leslie Dorn             
(9 months) in a stroller and her Grandmother, ‘Patty” is  beside her in a Kimono  
because this is 1956, and the theme country was Japan.  Gay’s Mother decorated the 
Herb Cottage Booth (in the background) which in those days was the octagonal tent 
booth that later became the  Premier Plant Booth. Gay Dorn still keeps the            

traditions alive.  Last year’s Flower Mart found Gay dressed in costume as the “Pocket Lady”.  In a many-pocketed 
apron, she strolled the close allowing eager children, including, her own grandchildren (6 came to the Mart!!),  to pick 
her pocket for a small fee.

Thanks to the support and generosity of many 
friends, a new hard-surface path—known as Pilgrim  
Way—is receiving raves from every direction as the 
Guild moves ahead on its long term  restoration of 
the  Olmsted Woods.  Many generous donors have 
contributed to the Olmsted Woods Restoration Pro-
ject, including All Hal-
lows Guild, which has  
committed $200,000 since 
the Project’s inception.  
The hard-surfaced path 
which opened to visitors  
mid-November, marks the 
completion of Phase I of 
the Project.  A group of 
friends, Guild members, 
horticultural and Cathedral 
staff gathered for a Pil-
grim Way “mini-opening”.  
Led by Project Chairman 
Dede Petri and Vice-
Chairman Anne Elsbree, 
the first official walkers 
strolled from the George 
Washington Plaza to Garfield Street, where Ray 
Mims, Jr., Superintendent of Horticulture and 
Grounds, gave a brief overview of the planting 
plans for the south entrance.  The walkers then re-
traced their steps along the fitted stone path,        
approaching the Cathedral as Frederick Law Olm-
sted, Jr. envisioned in 1927—up the hill, through 
the woodlands.  Champagne awaited them as they 
reached the final bend in the winding  Pilgrim Way. 

The path was designed by Andropogon Associates, 
a landscape architecture firm based in Philadelphia 
known for its innovative ecological planning and 
expertise in the restoration of urban parks.  The hard
-surface path is designed to provide more    con-
trolled access than ever before, while discouraging 
off-path trampling—a chronic and serious problem 
in the past.  The design incorporates ecologically 
sensitive features including stone gutters and infil-
tration pits which greatly decrease water run-off.  
The path has also been laid on top of the surface 
requiring minimal excavation. 

Thanks to the new configuration, visitors for the 
first time will have access to the southernmost sec-
tion of the Woods—a particularly beautiful part of 
the ravine.  Stone retaining walls and stone culverts 
have been added—where absolutely necessary-  

to address steep slopes.  Work on the path began last June 
and continued throughout the summer.  Restoration efforts 
also included removal of nonnative invasive plants includ-
ing: Norway maples, paulownia and ailanthus which had       
engulfed the woodland edge near Garfield Street.  Planting 
of native trees, shrubs and wildflowers—including a spec-

tacular medley of oaks, hickories, red 
maples, sassafras, dogwoods and 
viburnums will guarantee four-
season interest and attract wildlife. 

Phase II of the Project will begin 
very soon—ravine restoration and 
stormwater control.  Because water 
runoff is a major problem, the       
current infiltration drywells on the 
close will be upgraded to accept 
greater flow.  Then by the use of 
plantings and a system of ephemeral 
pools, the ravine will be brought 
back to health and  aesthetically   
enhanced.  In the meantime, please 
stroll the Pilgrim Way or attend one 
of our Woods Walks, remembering 

Frederick Law Olmsted, Jr.’s vision.   

A formal  Pilgrim 
Way Dedication is 
planned for March 12, 
2001, and will include 
day-long activities and 
festivities.  A trium-
phant march with  
trumpet fanfare is 
planned starting at 3 
PM at the Garfield 
Street entrance to the 
Woods.  A reception 
will follow at the George Washington Plaza.  Then Even-
song will be held 4:30 in the Great Choir.  At 5:30 wine and 
light refreshments will be offered in the Pilgrim Observation 
Gallery—7th floor.  This will precede a highly interesting 
lecture and slide presentation at 6:30 PM by a distinguished 
panel of experts in the Perry Auditorium. Participating pan-
elists include:    Timothy Davis,     historian with the Na-
tional Park Service Historic American Engineering Record; 
Jennifer Hanna, historical landscape architect and coordina-
tor of the Cultural Landscape Inventory in the National 
Capital Region of the National Park Service; and Perry Wed-
lock, landscape historian for the National Park Service, serv-
ing as Cultural Resource Specialist for Rock Creek Park.
